From Rocking To Rolling: An Introduction To Mezzotint

Course Description

This workshop introduces intaglio printmaking through mezzotint, a centuries-old process known for
its rich, velvety tonal range—unlike any other black-and-white medium. Currently experiencing a
renewed interest among contemporary printmakers, mezzotint offers a direct and highly tactile
approach to image-making. Participants will work through the full process, from preparing and rocking
the copper plate to inking and printing. As a non-acid method of intaglio, mezzotint provides a safer
alternative to traditional etching while maintaining a high level of technical and visual sophistication.

The workshop will cover core techniques, including plate preparation, rocking, scraping, burnishing,
and the use of roulettes, along with printing procedures and ink handling. Emphasis will be placed on
value, tonal structure, and the development of imagery through light and dark. Open to both
beginners and more experienced artists, this workshop is ideal for those interested in expanding their
understanding of printmaking through a focused, process-driven approach. Participants are
encouraged to bring drawings, sketches, photographs, or other source material to work from.
